The high point of the Liturgy of the Word is theading from The Book of the Gospels which is heltiiggh esteem
and holds a preeminent place in the liturgy sisogontains the Words of Christ.

This book is venerated above all the books usédeariturgy and takes precedence over the Lectiofuaed by
lectors, containing scriptural readings at Mass) thie Sacramentary (a large book used by the @igke altar during all
Eucharistic prayers.) Traditionally, the Book & tGospels is ornately embroidered in vivid gold eed colors and en-
crusted in exquisite bindings. Readings of the @Issare regarded with great solemnity.

The deacon approaches the priest then takes theflmoo the altar. Often it is asked “What do theeptr and dea-
con say to each other before the gospel reading@'deacon asks for the priest’s blessing, who itagthe prayer, “The
Lord be in your heart and on your lips that you meythily proclaim the Gospel, in the name of tteter, and the Son,
and the Holy Spirit.” The deacon answers “Amen.”

Another reverent Church procession begins. Witltgrdegnity and special marks of honor, the deaamdshthe
Gospel Book high above his head and carries it fitweraltar to the Ambo (pulpit), as a sign of Che@ming into our
midst.

Then as the priest or deacon says “A reading ffeerHoly Gospel according to (Evangelist)” we allkeghe Sign
of the Cross on our foreheads, lips, and heardssitent prayer that the Word might enlighten oimds, cleanse our hearts,
and open our lips to proclaim the praise of thedLor

“The Gospel of the Lord” concludes the reading #redentire congregation answers “Praise to youd Uesus
Christ” as if He, Christ, were present and stodibteeus.

It is little wonder that certain individuals, whehallenged, will summon Holy Scripture to attesthte veracity of
God’s Word in the Gospels, inviting the use ofittiem “and that is the Gospel Truth” to clinch amlite or discussion.
