A great fire that truly caarm peo-
ple’s hearts who are near to and far from us anol kedve a great need for this warmth of God.

Liturgy is Work

If we posed the question what is the meaning ofdy, most Catholics might facetiously answer ihet
Greek to them — and they would be 100% correct.

The word liturgy comes from the Greek wadetburgia which loosely translated means “the work of the
people,” the public and official prayers and ritdshe Church. It signifies that worship is the woif the whole
Church, the laity, lectors, cantors, and the clexdife. Liturgy is God’s work through us and inriuwe share in
God’s work which the Spirit of Christ enables usito

Furthermore, many Catholics are unaware that tHg Mass contains two main parts; thiurgy of the
Word and theLiturgy of the Eucharist. We come to Mass to lfed; first from the table of th&vord and then
we are fed from the table of sacrifice from whicé receive th&ody and Blood of Christ.

The Liturgy of the Word is the first part of the B&awhich begins with the Introductory Rite and pexts
through the scriptural readings until the Praydithe Faithful. This portion also includes the regdor singing
of the Responsorial Psalm, the Alleluia Acclamatimllowed by the Homily, the Creed, and the Pray# Peti-
tion and Intercession.

The Liturgy of the Eucharist pertains to the whidlass, the celebration of praise and thanksgivimg fo
God'’s gift of salvation. The second half of the Blaggins with the Preparation of Gifts, the peaptéfering,
the Eucharistic Prayers, the Communion rites, heditsmissal at the end of Mass.

The two-fold Table of God’s Word and the Euchacmtinues to spiritually nourish the Church and the
faithful believers.
