St. Andrew, a Manly Apostle

A fisherman from Bethsaida, a Galileean town, Amd(a Greek name meaning “manly”) was a devout,aesal
disciple of John, the Baptist. One day, Jesus deone Galilee to the River Jordan to be baptizeddiyn. Andrew was
overwhelmed when John, upon seeing Jesus, prodalBehold the Lamb of God, who takes away theofithe world.”
His conversion to Jesus was spontaneous and imteetia hurried home to his brother, Peter, to sharéiscovery that
“We have found the Messiah.”

Andrew is considered the “first-called” apostlé whs he who found the boy with the fives loaves @vo fishes
right before the miraculous feeding of the 5,000isTincident is vividly portrayed in the prodigiowsil covering hanging
above our altar.
