Is It a Homily or a Sermon?

The termhomily andsermonare sometimes used interchangeably, but theyifieeesht. A homily, which explains
the day’s scripture readings, has been beautifldscribed as a “scriptural interpretation of lifA.'5ermon can cover reli-
gious instruction and teaching on any topic, busitally urges the faithful to live a holy life.

In the Catholic Church, the homily replaces thedw®@rmon. The word homily comes from the Greek wahnith
means “conversation with the people.”

Priests and deacons work diligently to personalgppre their homilies to be clear, direct, and $&mgo that the
people can hear the Word of God preached with ctioni and enthusiasm, and are doctrinally soundreledant to con-
temporary life.

In Protestant tradition, with the disappearancthefsacraments from the center of focus, the pmegcti the Word
took on that central place and sometimes beconeasidiin point of going to church. The preacher ddpem the highly
elaborate construction of sermons, very often upeiag forty-five minutes long.

The trend in Catholic tradition is for the homiliego be fairly brief, often ten minutes or leksagine the mur-
muring and uneasiness in the pews and the chdbs jmarking lot if our homilies were lengthenedtlittle under an hour

It is, therefore necessary within the short sgaime to listen conscientiously, clearing the busgs of our minds,
and making a silence in our hearts for the Lorsigeak. This is why people sit in this silence aterhomily to let “it sink
in.”

This is not always so.

A minister told his congregation, “Next week | plemnpreach about the sin of lying. To help you ustiad my
sermon, | want all of you to read the Gospel of MHr.”

The following Sunday, as he prepared to deliveshisnon, the minister asked for a show of handsvatged to
know how many had read Mark 17.
