My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

In two weeks, our Bishop Peter Sartain will come to celebrate with all of us and to thank God for 50 
Years of Faith!  The bishop of a local church, like this Diocese of Joliet, is the visible sign of the unity of our 
faith — that we are all brothers and sisters in the one family of God:  in the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic 
Church.  This is why we come together as one family around our Bishop Peter. 

Many preparations are in the works for this 50th Anniversary Mass with Bishop Sartain on Sunday, 
August 23, 2009, at 10:30am.  One-half hour before Mass, multilingual songs and preludes will praise the Lord! 

Let me share with you some of the very important details and logistics for this Multilingual Mass.   
Our newest parking lot (East) will be the place where the Mass will be celebrated — perhaps you have 

noticed the first part of a stage that is being prepared.  Seating for over 2,500 will be available, and some of this 
seating will be under multiple tents that will be set up.  Water will be available under the tents as well. 

In our main church (capacity 450 seated), we will have audio and (hopefully) video feed for those among 
us who are handicapped and have special needs. 

Our older parking lot (West) will be divided into two sections.  At least half of that west parking lot 
(about 90 parking spots, or more if needed) will be reserved for cars marked with handicapped signs.  The rest 
will be available on a first come, first served basis. 

Parking for the majority of us will be available at Fountaindale Public Library and at the R.C. Hill 
School.  Two school buses and a third smaller bus will be used as shuttles back and forth, beginning at 9 am 
until 2pm, from the public school and public library parking lots to our church property. 

  After our celebration of Eucharist with our Bishop Peter, a light reception and time for fellowship and 
music will follow.  What an exciting day the Lord is giving us to thank God and celebrate His many, many gifts!

Liturgy of the Word  

 

Human beings communicate with each other using words, either spoken or in writing. God uses the human word as 
a way to reveal Himself and to remain with us always. 

God consistently made overtures of this nature in the Old Testament; in the New Testament, He reveals Himself 
most definitely in the person of His Son, Jesus. 

Father God is fully present in the Liturgy of the Word. Although His word is replete through the entire Mass, it 
reaches a resounding crescendo in the three Scripture readings. 

First Reading: The priest and the people stand from the entrance song at the beginning of Mass, but are seated at 
the start of the readings. Sitting is conducive to attentive listening as the lector or Deacon reads two Scriptural passages 
from the lectionary. The first reading is usually from the Old Testament after which we respond by singing the Responsorial 
Psalm. The cantor or lector recite or chant the verses while the assembly offers the response. 

Second Reading: The second reading is a New Testament passage from the Acts of the Apostles, writings of 
St.Paul, and letters from other apostles. 

The Gospel Reading: Every liturgy includes readings from one of the four Gospels and is the high point of the Lit-
urgy of the Word and are the fullest expressions of God’s revelation in Christ as written in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, 
Luke, or John. As the Gospel is read, we stand as a sign of respect and reverence as if Christ Himself is standing in person at 
the Ambo (pulpit). 

At the end of each reading, the lector announces proudly, “The Word of the Lord” and we respond with a grateful 
“Thanks be to God,” as if the Lord is present and actively speaking to us and we can hear him as clearly as the disciples  did 
as they walked with Him on the roads of Jerusalem. 

It is the lector’s voice we hear, but it is Christ’s own word reaching into our hearts and minds.

¿DE QUIÉN ERES HIJO, ENTONCES? 
 En el discurso retórico, que incluye la predicación y la enseñanza, hay tres ele-
mentos importantes: el mythos, o el mensaje; el logos, o las palabras empleadas, y el 
ethos, o las habilidades del orador. El mensaje puede ser claro, las palabras pueden ser 
elegantes y persuasivas, pero si el orador no es visto como alguien calificado para hablar 
sobre el tema, el discurso no puede ser convincente. 
 En el Evangelio de hoy, la gente pregunta las credenciales de Jesús. “¿No es 
este Jesús, el hijo de José?” “Es un muchacho de acá, ¿dónde adquirió este conocimien-
to?” Jesús les contesta con su enseñanza sobre Dios como el Padre verdadero. Si sabes 
quién es tu maestro, sabes cuál debería ser tu mensaje. Las palabras importantes de 
Jesús sobre la Eucaristía están basadas en el conocimiento de sí mismo como “el que es 
de Dios”. Los que son de Dios conocen a Dios y escuchan la palabra de Dios. Recono-
cen a Jesús al hablar, hacer y ser esa Palabra. El ethos del oyente también está en juego. 
 

ENSEÑADO POR DIOS 
 La gente que conoce a Dios como el “Padre”, esto es, íntimamente y en una profunda y amorosa relación, reconocerá 
a Jesús como el que nos revela a Dios, aun si el mensaje es desafiante. Para que cualquier discurso sea entendido y aceptado, 
debe haber una audiencia, y esa audiencia tiene que oír, entender y estar dispuesta a aceptar lo que se le dice. Jesús señala 
que si conocemos a Dios, como Él lo conoce, veremos y entenderemos que, así como Dios alimentó a la gente en el desierto, 
Dios nos alimenta y nos sustenta con el Pan de Vida, la Eucaristía, que es Cristo el Señor. No es solamente el orador, sino 
también la palabra y el mensaje. El Pan es el regalo de un Dios amoroso y fiel que nos da vida y nos sustenta.
