This is one of the many messages we will soon be hearing on major media outlets for some six weeks.  It is an 

evangelization initiative called Catholics Come Home.  The Diocese of Joliet is collaborating with the Archdiocese of 
Chicago and the Diocese of Rockford on this evangelization initiative.  A series of TV commercials beginning now in 
Advent will start airing on December 16th to invite inactive Catholics to return to the practice of the faith.  Our parish of St. 
Andrew’s is a part of this exciting media campaign.  There are three parts to this initiative: 
The Invitation : TV commercials aired December 16 through January 24 on all major networks in English, Polish, Spanish 
The Welcome:  receiving people who return to the practice of the faith 
The Accompaniment:  walking with people as they return to the sacraments and deepen their knowledge of the faith and re

-integrate into the life of our parish. 
 

 Evangelization is an all-encompassing effort by all Catholics, since by our very baptism we are called to be 
missionaries and ambassadors of Christ to others.  We all need to be ready to respond to those who, having viewed the 
invitational TV commercials, come in search of a new beginning in the church.  As St. Peter wrote in Scriptures, we all 
must be ready at every opportune moment to “give a reason for our hope” – our hope in the new life of Christ!  The 
beautiful videos can be viewed at www.CatholicsComeHomeJoliet.org.     

 The feast we celebrate on December 12th, Our Lady of Guadalupe, is a feast in honor of one of 
the very first “Evangelizers”!  As Mary received and welcomed the Good News from the angel Gabriel, 
she said “yes” and began to carry the Light from Light, true God from true God, our Lord Jesus in her 
womb.  Her evangelizing efforts continue still today, for example, with the image she left in 1531 on the 
tilma (a poncho-type of jacket) of St. Juan Diego.  In a most beautiful way, Mary reached out to St. Juan 
Diego, so that she could touch over 5 million souls who did not yet know her Son, the living God, 
through whom all things live and exist.  She wanted a simple church built to draw people to her Son in 
the Eucharist.  Evangelization is living and sharing the Good News with others.

U.S. BISHOPS URGE SENATORS TO SUPPORT 
NELSON-HATCH-CASEY AMENDMENT ON HEALTH CARE REFORM  

URGE CONSTITUENTS TO BACK IT  
  
The U.S. bishops have voiced support for the Nelson-Hatch-Casey Amendment to the Senate 
health reform bill and have asked voters to back it. 
  
The bishops took the position in a December 7 letter to all U.S. senators, after Senators Ben Nelson 
(D-NE), Orrin Hatch (R-UT) and Robert Casey (D-PA) proposed an amendment to prevent the 
health reform bill from using federal funds to pay for health plans that include elective 
abortions.  The ban would be similar to the Hyde Amendment, passed in 1976, to ban federal funds 
in the Health and Human Services' appropriations bill from paying for coverage that includes most 
abortions. 
  
The U.S. bishops asked the senators to support an essential amendment to be offered by Senators 
Ben Nelson (D-NE), Orrin Hatch (R-UT) and Robert Casen (D-PA) to keep in place the longstanding 
and widely supported federal policy against government funding of health coverage that includes 
elective abortions.   
  
In supporting the amendment the bishops urged Catholics to work for passage by contacting their 
senators.  Our Illinois senators are:  Senator Dick Durbin (1-202-224-2152) and Senator Rolland 
Burris (1-202-224-2854).  Another vehicle to do this is through www.usccb.org/action where you can 
send a message to your senators.  In contacting these senators, ask them to support the Nelson-
Hatch-Casey Amendment.  Please do so immediately as voting on this can take place at any time.

The RFR 
offers financial assistance and services that help religious institutes provide for aging members while 
continuing to focus on mission and ministry.  
 
I recognize that these are challenging economic times, but I ask you to urge parishioners to give what they 
can and to give from the heart. Above all, please join with me in praying for God’s continued blessing on all 
women and men religious.
