My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

Our 50 years of faith anniversary celebration is coming to its climax soon — at Christmas!  Fifty years 
ago at Christmas midnight Mass the first celebration of “Christ’s Mass” was celebrated here at St. Andrew.  After 
that whole year’s time of preparation in 1959, the moment had finally come to welcome Jesus, His Body and 
Blood, at the Holy Sacrifice and Sacred Meal in the current, at that time newly-built church — the first of many, 
many celebrations welcoming the Word made Flesh into our midst!  In 1959, a strong 
foundation of faith was established here at St. Andrew the Apostle Parish.  We continue to 
reap its benefits. 

We all know this very well:  so much of life is waiting, pregnant waiting, as Mary did 
awaiting nine months the birth of her Son!  In similar fashion, the waiting and preparation in 
1959 found its culmination with Midnight Mass of that year.   Sometimes, and I’m convinced 
we all feel it at some point, it seems God is testing our patience, or better said, God is helping 
us practice the great virtue of patience — by waiting! 

So what’s with that new church anyway?!
Where do we stand with respect to the Foundation for the Future, that is, for the next fifty 
years and beyond?   

The beginning of this new season of Advent — a season of pregnant-waiting — gives me an opportunity 
to report to you what has transpired and where we’re headed for the next years.  Much of the behind-the-scenes, 
hidden work is as crucial to the growth and continuing progression of the Foundation for the Future as is any 
work done by a forklift, bulldozer, or backhoe.  I would even dare say that this hidden work is as vital as the nine 
months a baby is mostly hidden from view but is developing in his or her mother’s womb at a sure and steady 
pace! 

So what’s with that new church and the Foundation for the Future anyway?!  Below follows the most 
current report with the most current figures, that is, as of October 31st of this year.  In March of the year 2006, St. 
Andrew the Apostle Parish started looking at Phase II of our Master Plan.  This work called both for site work 
on our parish property (in these areas:  additional parking, sanitary sewer improvements, storm sewer and 
detention work, and water main improvements), as well as setting the groundwork for the church. 

 

Total Initial Project:  $6,500,000 (estimated in 2003) 
(New church:  $3,523,500;  Facilities Renovation: $469,300;  Administration Wing:  $551,000;   

Site Work: $755,000;  School Second Floor Addition:  $1,201,200) 
 

Total Income:  $2.64 million (from Jan. 1, 2003 until Oct. 31st, 2009) 
(Total pledges received:  $2.19 million plus other donations/fundraising: $450,000) 

  
Phase I:  $1.75 million   (West Parking Lot, Administration Wing,  
           plus including architect fees, fundraising fees, as well as construction) 
Phase II:  $797,000   (East Parking Lot, 

      plus other site work and some fundraising expenses) 
 

Money in Foundation for the Future account as of October 31, 2009:  $90,896.47 
 

I want to thank all of you who have honored your three-year pledges — and a special thank you to those 
who continue to go beyond their three-year pledges and currently still support the Foundation for the Future at 
about $6,000-8,000 per month!  You know, just as Mary waited for the birth of Jesus, so do we continue to wait 
and prepare for the coming of a new church.  So much of life is about waiting, pregnant waiting.  We all know, 
waiting is so hard.  But good things truly come to those who wait!  And who prepare the way of the Lord!!!
