Mea Culpa - The Penitential Rite 

  

As children, we were taught by our parents to wash our hands before we sat at the family table to 
partake of a meal. 

In like manner, as children and adults, we need to be clean in order to sit at the Lord’s altar table. 
It is an obvious fact that we do not come to the liturgical sacrifice as perfect persons. The Penitential Rite 
affords us an opportunity to stop, reflect our shortcomings, and implore God’s forgiveness. 

It begins with the priest asking us to quietly “Prepare ourselves to celebrate the sacred mysteries 
by calling to mind our sins.” 

Then all recite a form of Act of Contrition, “I confess to Almighty God and you, my brothers and 
sisters,” confessing in the presence of God, the Blessed Mary, ever Virgin, all the angels and saints, and 
everyone present “To pray for me to the Lord, our God.” 

The Priest entreats for us, “May Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us  
our sins, and bring us to everlasting life. Humbly we respond, “Amen.” There are two other forms 

of general confession and all three formulas conclude with the priest’s Prayer of Absolution. 
It is important to understand that the Prayer of Absolution DOES NOT replace our need to con-

fess our sins. Only Absolution received in the Sacrament of Reconciliation takes away our sins defi-
nitely. 

Now follows the Kyrie Eleison (Lord have mercy) and Christe Eleison (Christ have mercy), a part 
of the Penitential Act. The Kyrie is the only prayer of the Mass in the original language, Greek. It was 
the greeting for an emperor in the ancient world when the populace hailed the royal ruler. It is fitting that 
we use the Kyrie in reference to the Lord, Christ the King. It was taken by the Church as an acclamation 
to Christ, testifying that Jesus Christ is Lord.
