Gloria in excelsis Deo 
  
 

All Catholics are familiar with these opening Latin lines of the Gloria at Christmas time. It is a 
hymn of praise similar to the angel’s acclamation to the shepherds at the birth of Christ at Bethlehem. A 
kind of non-biblical psalm, this venerable hymn was used at many prayers, but soon came to be sung at 
the Pope’s Christmas Mass and is today sung or recited at more Masses throughout the Church year. 

It is a hymn of pure worship which begins with “ Glory to God in the Highest and peace to his 
people on earth.” It gives praise to God the Father and to Christ, the Lamb of God. The Gloria supplies 
us with words we might have to fumble for it we were left to our own resources.  It simply states its pur-
pose to praise, to bless, to adore, to glorify, and to thank God for His great glory. 

The prayer then addresses Christ, the Lamb of God, at the beginning of the Liturgy and then again 
at Holy Communion when the Lamb of God is sung or recited three times and concludes with additional 
praise to God the Father and to the Son of the Father. “For you alone are the Holy One, you alone are the 
Lord, you alone are the most high, Jesus Christ.” 

After praising and lauding the Father and the Son, true perfection is attained with glory and honor 
to the Holy Spirit, completing the Trinitarian formula. 

The most stirring, exciting of all times occurs at the Easter Vigil Mass. The Church is darkened. 
With the intoning of “Christ our Light,” the light passes from the Pascal Candle to all the people in the 
church bearing candles, illuminating the church with flickering candle-power.  The Exsultet is sung fol-
lowed by readings from the Old Testament. We hear the priest and the choir intone the Gloria. Lights 
flood the church. The organ erupts symphonically, the trumpets blare, the bells ring, and the faithful cry 
out in thunderous response, “And peace to His people on earth” All the voices of heaven and earth jubi-
late together in this triumphant hymn of acclamation to God!

Artist to Lecture on Sistine Chapel 
 
 Historic St. Joseph Church in downtown Joliet has 
enlisted the expertise and services of Tony Rajer, to 
restore its century-old murals.  Mr. Rajer’s credentials 
include: professional art conservator, specialist in mural 
conservation, former Fulbright professor, and invited 
observer during the Sistine Chapel Restoration Project at 
the Vatican. The public is invited to his lecture on the 
Sistine Chapel Restoration Project on Wednesday, August 
12 at 7 PM at St. Joseph Park Hall. 
 The presentation will include Vatican slides 
illustrating the history of the Sistine Chapel and its many 
restorations, data about Michelangelo and other relevant 
artists, and detailed information about the techniques and 
materials employed   Rajer witnessed in person the 
progress, challenges and stunning results in the Sistine 
Chapel. 
 Murals to be restored by Mr. Rajer are “The 
Agony in the Garden” and “The Ascension”,  located 
above the side altars in St. Joseph Church and originally 
painted in 1905.  Restoration of the murals to their 
original beauty is one of the final projects of the St. 
Joseph Church Restoration Campaign which began in 
2003. 
 The lecture is open to the public free of charge, 
although voluntary donations will be welcomed to help 
offset the expense of the project.  St. Joseph Park Hall is 
located on Theodore St. near Raynor Ave. in Joliet.  For 
more information, phone 815-727-9378.
