My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

“Hail, Holy Queen, Mother of mercy, our life, our sweetness and our hope.” These 
words typically conclude the Rosary.  This prayer, the “Hail, Holy Queen” prayer (or Salve 
Regina in Latin) also closes the day as an option after the last official prayer of the Church 
called Night Prayer (or Compline).  The day ends with these words on our lips and the 
presence of Mary in our hearts.  Mary, as the Mother of Jesus, is the Mother of mercy — she is 
our LIFE, because she welcomed Jesus, the Life, into her life!   

Human life is a precious gift, worth welcoming and nourishing at all times from the very first single-celled stage all 
the way to the moment of natural death.  But in too many situations, those two moments of beginning and end are too close 
— they happen in the mother’s womb — nor is the end a natural one.  Not too far from us, on 75th Street in Downers 
Grove, there is a place where that snuffing out of an unborn child takes place.  As in years past, I again invite you to join me 
on most every Saturday morning:  we leave St. Andrew’s at 5:10 am from the rectory parking lot to join a group of about 8-
15 people who pray the rosary as pregnant women enter the abortion clinic.  We pray from 5:30-6:30 am, back in 
Romeoville no later than 7 am.  Call me and I will know to wait for you on any particular Saturday morning — or just 
come!  

But if that is not feasible for you, please pray for an end to abortion at that abortion clinic.  As a matter of fact, there 
are 12 parishioners who, though their health does not allow them to pray outside, have committed to praying the rosary with 
us at the same time from their homes, between 5:30 and 6:30 am every Saturday morning!  What a great gift of support to 
us and to the mothers and children! 

In our country, the Downers Grove facility is one of about 700+ freestanding abortion mills.  The closest one to us 
is Access Health Center, Ltd., Downers Grove.  Please, pray the following prayer for the closing of that abortion mill:  

Father, all life is in Your care. You have entrusted us to one another, that we may show our brothers and sisters 
the same love You have for us. We pray, then, for the least among us, the children in the womb. Protect them from the 
violence of abortion. We pray for those that are scheduled to die at Access Health Center, Downers Grove. Save them 
from death. Give new hope to their parents, that they may turn away from the desperate act of abortion. Grant 
conversion to the abortionist and to the staff. Show us how we are to respond to the bloodshed in our midst, and lead us 
to the day when this place of death will be transformed into a haven of life. Guard us with your joy and your peace, for 
in You, life is victorious. We pray in the name of Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Eucharistic Prayers  
 

The Eucharistic Prayers now take place with a deep focus on the centrality of the Mass. 
They begin with an introductory dialogue between the priest and the people as a “preface” to the Preface. The gath-

ered assembly rise as the priest calls them to the Great Prayer, “Lift up your hearts” “We lift them up to the Lord.”  The 
priest raises his arms heavenward and invites the faithful, “Let us give thanks to the Lord.” The people answer with a lauda-
tory response, “It is right to give him thanks and praise.” 

The dialogue leads back into the Preface which reflects the particular dimension of the mystery of Christ and his 
saints and ends by echoing the choirs of angels and all the company of heaven acclaiming the Sanctus, Holy, Holy – Hosanna 
in the Highest. The glory and honor ends with “Blessed is he who comes” – heralding the extraordinary event. 

Continuing with the liturgy, the priest reverently reads one of the four Eucharistic Prayers: The customary Roman 
Canon is the first in the order of the prayers which is used as the choice for Sundays. The second is the shortest and simplest 
of all and the best suited for weekdays. The third is suitable for use on Sundays and feasts as an alternative to the Roman 
Canon. It can be used with any Preface and has a special remembrance of the dead. The fourth is the most sophisticated of 
them all and best suited for Masses that have an unchangeable Preface. 

Each Eucharistic Prayer contains the ritual passage of the Consecration of the bread and wine. 
Now our hearts are open to the awe and majesty of God as we prepare for the Communion Rite.

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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 
Respect for the dignity of every human life flows from the truth that every human being is 
created in the image and likeness of God.  This basic principle is reflected in the exhortation 
of our Lord, “Let the children come to me; do not prevent them, for the kingdom of God be-
longs to such as these.”  These words from the gospel of Mark, proclaimed on Respect Life 
Sunday, October 4, take on a special meaning when we realize that our Lord is referring not 
only to small children but to all his children, no matter how long they have been alive – from 
mere seconds after conception all the way to eternity.  
 
Pope Benedict XVI reinforced this message on the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord when he 
said, “Every child brings us God’s smile.”  The Bishops of the United States have chosen that 
beautiful quotation as the theme for Respect Life Month, October, 2009.  
 
Since every human person is created in the image and likeness of God, reverence for life can-
not be limited to a few and should be practiced at every moment of our lives.  Every moment 
should give witness to our true concern for life in all aspects: help for the poor, the elderly, the 
handicapped, and a genuine respect for others.  When our actions are performed with convic-
tion, gentleness and true love for the dignity of every human being, God’s plan shines 
through.  
 
We should support genuine healthcare reform which will allow all Americans to receive the 
medical assistance they require; but any healthcare plan must respect and defend the sanctity 
of every human life from conception to natural death as well as freedom of conscience for 
doctors, nurses, pharmacists and health care workers.  We work for an end to abortion in our 
nation and, at the same time, exert ourselves in the pastoral care of young mothers and fathers 
who may be struggling to make ends meet and deserve genuine Christian concern.  We should 
consciously foster a culture in which the value of a human life does not diminish with age or 
the inability to take nourishment.  The most human and divine reality at the end of life is 
found in the sacrifice of love shown by mothers and fathers, sons and daughters, brothers and 
sisters and friends.  This sacrifice of love is made by accompanying on their entire life journey 
the most defenseless among us, whether they be in the womb, in a hospital, in a nursing facil-
ity or at home.  
 
During Respect Life Month, I will remember in my prayers all who have dedicated them-
selves to defending life from conception to natural death. May Almighty God bless you and 
keep you in his love!
