My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

 In this Respect Life month of October coming up this week, how fitting it 
is that we also celebrate the feast of Our Lady of the Rosary (October 7th) — and 
thus, October is, like the month of May, a month dedicated to our Blessed Mother 
Mary, Queen of Peace. 

We all so greatly desire peace in the world, peace in our hearts.  Our Holy 
Father Pope John Paul II called us to a greater appreciation and use of this beauti-
ful devotion, particularly to pray for peace in families and in our whole human family, beginning with the peace 
a precious unborn child needs in his/her mother’s womb and all through the many stages of human life to natural 
death.  John Paul II wrote that because of the very serious challenges confronting the world now, we are led to 
think that only an intervention from on high can give reason to hope for a brighter future. “The Rosary is by its 
nature a prayer for peace, since it consists in the contemplation of Christ, the Prince of Peace, the one who is 
‘our peace’ (Eph 2:14). Anyone who assimilates the mystery of Christ – and this is clearly the goal of the Rosary 
– learns the secret of peace and makes it his life's project. …. In a word, by focusing our eyes on Christ, the Ro-
sary also makes us peacemakers in the world.”   Mary had this attitude of peace in her Heart. 

To have the attitude of Mary is a goal of praying the rosary:  to receive, as Mary did into her Heart, the 
new Life of Jesus her Son.  The name “Rosary” comes from the flower with that name:  the rose.  A Rosary is a 
bouquet of flowers presented to a mother – and they are most lovingly accepted by Mary, and her Son, any time, 
any place.

Defining Liturgical Terms   

 

The Preface and Eucharistic Prayers start as a poem of praise and thanksgiving for God’s work and re-
demption. 

Preliminary to these worshipful prayers, it might be proper to reexamine some of the terms and words that 
will confront us during the Mass. 

PREFACE: a hymn of praise, introducing the Eucharistic Prayer, sung or said by the celebrant, following 
responses by the people.  The Order of the Mass contains a variety of prefaces for use on different occasions. 

CANON: while there are several definitions for canon, in this context the term designates the Canons 
(norm, standard) within the Eucharistic Prayers of the Mass, the core of the eucharistic liturgy. 
            EUCHARISTIC PRAYERS: it is a central portion of the Consecration, when the essential act of sacrifi-
cial offering takes place with the changes of bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ.  The various parts 
of the prayers recited by the celebrant only, commemorates principle mysteries for the Church, the living and the 
dead, and remembrance of saints. 

DOXOLOGY: a formula of divine praises sung or said by the priest.  Various forms are recounted during 
the Mass, but the preeminent form is when the priest holds aloft the chalice containing the wine in one hand and 
the paten containing the consecrated host in the other. 

TRANSUBSTANTIATION: the official Catholic teaching that the substance of bread and wine is 
changed into the substance of the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ at the Consecration of the Mass. 

These are some words and phrases to help us better appreciate and understand their significance later in 
the Mass.

He powerfully 
described how “God no longer simply stands before 
us as the One who is totally Other.  He is within us, 
and we are in Him.  His dynamic enters into us and 
then seeks to spread outwards to others until it fills 
the world, so that His love can truly become the 
dominant measure of the world.”
