My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 
 

 “One in the Body and Blood of the Lord” is the theme chosen for 
this year’s annual Diocesan Catholic Ministries Appeal.  It was chosen 
specifically to remind us in this Diocesan Year of the Eucharist of the unity 
that  Jesus forms in our parish, in our Diocese, and in our world. 
 

 It doesn’t always appear that way.  As a matter of fact, Jesus has also 
said “Do you think I have come to establish peace on the earth?  I assure 

you, the contrary is true; I have come for division” (Lk 12, 51).  What does He mean with these 
strong words?  I believe He is asking for our full loyalty, heart and soul, nothing more and noth-
ing less.  Whatever in our hearts is not of God, of Jesus, needs to be cut out — only then will we 
experience the peace and joy of the new and risen life Jesus wants us to live fully.   
 

 Sometimes, reading and flipping through this bulletin and the different languages may 
seem like we are divided.  It is not so.  The recent tragedy of the airplane crash of the Polish dig-
nitaries is a reminder that we are united with all our brothers and sisters around the world.  In-
cluded in this bulletin is a message from our Bishops both in English and Polish that reminds us 
that we all mourn the tragic loss of our brothers and sisters in Poland.   

 We are connected in so many ways we don’t even know!  How many times have I been 
surprised by someone who knows someone who knows me?!  The Eucharist is the most powerful 
Gift that unites us — through the death of the Lord into the new life:  truly ONE in the Body and 
Blood of the Lord!  The beautiful songs of the Scriptures saw this beauty of our oneness in the 
Lord, even when things seem otherwise.  Psalm 34 joyfully proclaims and invites us:  “Taste and 
see the goodness of the Lord.”     

 The first and primary goal of Bishop Sartain in this year of the Eucharist is the following: 
to bring about spiritual renewal in the Diocese of Joliet through the Holy Eucharist and all li-
turgical life.  Another important goal for this year is to continue to reach out to Catholics who 
have distanced themselves from the Church and welcome them home. 
This Annual Catholic Ministries Appeal is one very important way we 
reach out to those in need of encountering the new life and hope we have 
received from the risen Lord — so that we all may come to know, experi-
ence and live this truth:  we truly are ONE IN THE BODY AND BLOOD

As you may know, 96 Polish citizens were 
killed in a devastating airplane crash in Western Russia. Among those who perished were the President 
of Poland, Lech Kaczynski, his wife Maria, and the bishop for the Armed Forces of Poland, Most Reverend 
Thaddeus Ploski. All aboard the flight were killed, including an Archbishop of the Orthodox Church, four 
priests, and nearly the entire leadership of President Kaczynski's political party, along with the top brass of the 
Polish Republic Armed Forces 

 Pope Benedict XVI has stated, “I wish to offer my sincere condolences, assuring them of my 
spiritual closeness, to the families of those that perished and to all the Polish people.” 

  Bishop Sartain added, “We were truly saddened to hear of the death of so many. To the Polish people 
and all those affected by this tragedy please know that our thoughts and prayers are with you during this 
difficult time. Bishop Siegel and I particularly send our greetings of prayer and support to the thousands of 
Polish Catholics who are such an important part of the Diocese of Joliet.  May our Father in heaven hear our 
prayers and bring comfort to those who mourn.”

TESTIGOS DE LA VERDAD 
La escena en la lectura de los Hechos de los Apóstoles de hoy evoca los recuerdos del juicio de Jesús en los Evange-

lios. Esto es intencional, pues el autor quiso mostrar claramente la relación entre lo que hizo Jesús, lo que los apóstoles están 
haciendo y lo que nosotros estamos llamados a hacer en su Nombre. Tal como Jesús dijo la verdad ante los tribunales sobre 
el mensaje de salvación, asimismo Pedro y los apóstoles dieron testimonio de la verdad y proclamaron sin temor la Buena 
Nueva de Jesucristo. Qué fácil hubiera sido mentir, negar a Jesús; habrían escapado con su buen nombre a salvo. Pero enten-
dieron que negar a Jesús significaba perderlo todo. Se habrían perdido no sólo a sí mismos, sino que también hubieran perdi-
do a toda la comunidad cristiana que estaba comenzando a formarse. Ellos asumieron su posición para demostrar a los demás 
miembros de la Iglesia de Cristo que la Buena Nueva es de hecho una verdad por la que vale la pena vivir –y morir. 
 

APACIENTA MIS OVEJAS 
San Juan en su Evangelio de hoy evoca una escena que aparece anteriormente en el Evangelio; es la escena en la que 

Pedro niega a Jesús. Jesús sale a pescar con los discípulos, tal como debió haberlo hecho muchas veces en su vida, y recogen 
tantos peces, que tal parece como si hubieran pescado todos los peces del mundo. Entonces Jesús le da a Pedro otra oportuni-
dad, y esta vez Pedro no le falla. “Sí, Señor, tú sabes que te quiero” (Juan 21:15). Y Jesús le explica las consecuencias de ese 
amor. Para Pedro será encargarse de atender las ovejas, de recoger los peces. Seguir a Jesús quiere decir no sólo vivir la Bue-
na Nueva, sino también difundir la palabra. Significa formar y atender comunidades, edificar y expandir la Iglesia de Dios 
por todo el mundo. Ésa es la misión de Pedro y, por nuestro bautismo, es también nuestra misión. Somos llamados a vivir y a 
proclamar la Buena Nueva de la salvación, a vivir de tal manera que contribuyamos a construir la comunidad de Cristo. So-
mos llamados a dar testimonio de vida cristiana ante el mundo. Todos estamos llamados a pescar los peces y a apacentar las 
ovejas.
