My dear family of St. Andrew! 
   

 Get ready, because two new publications are coming.  Yes, our 50th Anniversary Pictorial 
Directory is on its way!  The proofs came in this past week, we’ll check out all names and keep 
errors non-existent or to a minimum, and we’ll let you know when they will be delivered and 
ready for pick-up.  It is a beautiful book which makes visible a part of the Body of Christ on 
earth — in the faces of all of you baptized into the death and resurrection of the Lord!   
 But also, another publication is being prepared which connects us here at St. Andrew’s not 
only over the past 50 years, but over the past 2,000 years!  Our bishops have been preparing a 
new English translation of the recent update of the Roman Missal, or as it has also been called in 

the past, the Sacramentary.   
 As I mentioned last week, our Bishop Peter Sartain has given us this 
Diocesan Year of the Eucharist with a number of goals in mind.  The first 
and primary goal in this year is the following: to bring about spiritual 
renewal in the Diocese of Joliet through the Holy Eucharist and all 
liturgical life.  Another important goal for this year is to continue to reach 
out to Catholics who have distanced themselves from the Church and 
welcome them home.  
 But also, Bishop Sartain has a third goal in mind:  to prepare for 
and implement the revision of the Roman Missal by placing the 

revision in its proper theological/spiritual/pastoral context.  A short way of saying this:   
NEW WORDS… DEEPER MEANING, SAME MASS 

 The words we say and hear at every Mass are about to change, but the flow of Mass stays 
the same.  Throughout these coming months in this year, I will share with you some occasional 
reflections on the changes that will be taking place in the English translation of the Roman 
Missal, that is, at the prayers we say at Mass.  One of the most important principles in this new 
translation is to make it more clear and obvious that the prayers of the Mass are many, many 
times rooted in and connected to Sacred Scripture, that is, the Bible, the Word of God. 
 When a book is made into a film, it’s never the same as the book, right?  — choices are 
made to include or not include some part of the book.  If you’ve read the book, you know more 
of the background, and might make suggestions for improving the movie.  After reassessing the 
original English translation from1973, this new English version is trying to make the English 
translation better.  
 Through our upcoming 50th Anniversary Pictorial Directory, and especially through the 
gift of a new translation, may we all come to know, experience and live this truth:  we truly are 
ONE IN THE BODY AND BLOOD OF THE LORD!

This Sunday, the Scriptures remind us of the 
Church’s Tradition as expressed in Roman 
Catholic teaching. 

 
The kingdom of the Messiah was first 
announced to the children of Israel. They are 
the people from whom the Savior would come.  
However, every person is called to enter God’s 
kingdom.  Entrance into the kingdom is based 
on the acceptance of Jesus’ word.  All are 
welcome. (Catechism of the Catholic Church  543) 
 
The task of evangelization is not limited to 
ordained preachers.  Lay people evangelize 
through the testimony of their lives, in the 
ordinary events of daily living.  (CCC  904-5 and 
Dogmatic Constitution of the Church 35) 
 
Both the hierarchy and the laity participate in 
the prophetic office of Christ, though each in 
their own unique way.  Both are to be 
witnesses to the world and involved in building 
up the kingdom of  God. (II Vatican Council
