My Brothers and Sisters in the Lord, 
 
 It is with great joy that I write to you as I prepare to move into my internship at St. 
Andrew the Apostle.  I wish to take this opportunity to briefly tell you about myself and to 
express my gratitude to all of you for this opportunity to serve you.  
 

 I was born in Merrillville, IN but within a few years moved to Tinley Park, IL where I 
lived through first grade and attended St. George Catholic School.  It was there that I first felt a 
calling to the priesthood.  The following year my family moved to Hinsdale, IL where I 
attended Saint Isaac Jogues School from second through eighth grade.  While there I was an 
altar server and loved it!  After graduating I attended Hinsdale Central High School but I still stayed involved in 
my parish.  I was very involved with the Youth Ministry and that led me to get involved with other committees as 
well.  By my senior year I was a member of the Parish Council, Worship Commission, Christian Service 
Commission, Charitable Contributions Committee, and Youth Commission.  I was also an Extraordinary Minister 
of Holy Communion and I helped train the altar servers, all the while still desiring to be a priest. 
 

 After my four years of high school I applied to the Diocese of Joliet and went to Saint John Vianney 
College Seminary on the campus of the University of St. Thomas in St. Paul, MN.  I am extremely grateful for 
my time in Minnesota. It was there that I was able to grow in love and service of the Lord.  I made strong and 
lasting friendships with people both in and out of the seminary.  I also had the privilege to study in Rome for 
close to six months.  It was truly a blessing to be able to walk the streets that so many saints and martyrs have 
walked before me and to be able to celebrate the Triduum, and Easter with our Holy Father, Benedict XVI.

EL GRAN DISCURSO 

Imagínense el consuelo y la confianza que siente 
la muchedumbre cuando Jesús les dice que serán di-
chosos en su debilidad, al pasar hambre, al llorar. Imagí-
nense la ola de valor que surge en sus corazones cuan-
do les dice que es un gran honor ser aborrecido y expul-
sado, maldecido e insultado por su Nombre; que esto es 
una dicha, una bendición, y razón para  alegrarse. 

Si podemos imaginarnos a nosotros mismos en 
esa llanura bajo el sol del mediodía, como parte de la 
muchedumbre que rodea a Jesús y a los apóstoles, po-
dremos sentir algo de la emoción e ilusión que hubiera 
sentido ese gentío. Imagínate que extiendes tu mano y 
tocas su túnica con tus dedos. Lo miras a los ojos y ves 
en ellos energía y compasión. Lo oyes pronunciar esas 
palabras que conoces tan bien cómo si las escucharas 
por primera vez. 

Al igual que los apóstoles y que la muchedumbre 
que oyeron estas palabras en la llanura, a nosotros tam-
bién las Bienaventuranzas nos presentan un llamado a 
escoger la vida. Por nuestro bautismo recibimos la op-
ción de ser ese árbol que “tiene su follaje siempre ver-
de”, y que “no tiene miedo de que llegue el calor”. Si, 
como dice el Salmo, “cumplir la ley de Dios es [nuestra] 
alegría”, podremos soportar las sequías de la vida y se-
guir dando frutos. Nuestro fruto será saboreado mucho
