Mostly we think
of it as “entertainment.” But a few years backneenber the moviérhe Passion of the
Christ”? Seeing this movie is certainly not “entertaintiian hardly any sense of that word.
So, if it’s not entertainment, what is it?! Whatdk of a movie is it? Well, it is @ontemporary,
modern-day, new, visual and quite grapWeay of the Cross

Here at St. Andrew’s, this over-1,000-year-oldcpicze of prayer continues. As in most Catholic
Churches throughout the world, the Stations ofGhess are a time to “walk” with Jesuo/EDNESDAYS at 7

How the Way of the Cross developed in our Cathubtory and tradition is quite fascinating! Very
appropriately, it began as a form of penance —raatter of fact, a verglifficult, risky, and expensivéorm of
penance.

One place people sought out was the borraweth of Joseph of Arimathea, the Holy Sepulchas it is
called. It silently witnessed the glorious Resctian of Jesus. A repentant sinner who was giienhgenance in
the Middle Ages would have to leave his family danglwork for as long as two years to make this tipell
before airplanes, it was in no way any kind of veea His dependents would never know whether bald
make it back. Women with children, of course, doutver make it at all.

Since it didn’t seem fair that the spiritual betsedf such a penance could only be granted toethich
enough and strong enough — and lucky enough — ke i trip halfway around the known world, a new
development occurred. The Holy Sepulchre was brbcigser to home for those too ill, too weak, @ tied to
their fields and flocks. Copies of the Churchhad Holy Sepulchre were built all over Europe in kiedle
Ages by various religious organizations, guilds)fcaternities, and some monastic organizationglafn stone
monument or a mark on the floor symbolized the taibesus, and other markers on the wall of thigp¥E
represented other events that happened on theon@glvary.

After a while, even this wasn’t enough. Thousandse still unable to go: not even to the nexXtgé
sometimes, let alone the “nearest” replica of tiséytbepulchre. The Franciscans took the next Egtep in
the 14th century: just as St. Francis had donéh®Manger scene at Christmas, they began puipngooden
crosses in churches everywhere, usually aboutdenrtto represent a “station” or episode in theiBasThe
idea is the same, then as now: you could simplpgmur parish church and meditate intimately aaheof the
stations, so you didn’t have to go to Jerusalewr. tiose who can’t even travel to their parish chuwr even just
get out of bed, a half-hour meditation on the Rasef the Christ brings the same great spirituakhi¢és attached
to a trip to Jerusalem. As spiritual author DryvikeJohnson notes, what began “as a death-defyimd¢ot the
Middle East has become, over the centuries, a aevtitat can be followed without leaving a hospitat.”

The movie€'The Passion of The Christ'brings us to a front-row seat in the suffering of beloved
Jesus, in quite a graphic way. No matter how weagch Him, may the Lord’s love, mercy and forgiess
never be far from our hearts!
