My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

 Lent is our annual time to face the stark truth… about ourselves, about our relationship with God, without 
sugarcoating, but always with hope!  In that Lenten spirit, I include a letter below which I received from the 
Diocese last month, again reminding us of our unpaid debt.  Beginning this Second Sunday of Lent, a small 
corner of the bulletin will be devoted to reminding us of this debt we owe to the Diocese, and showing our 
progress on this debt.  Shortfalls of budgeted income over the past six years, some through tuition collections, 
some through Sunday collections, along with expenses outrunning our income like for example, the 
disproportionate increase in health insurance premiums over that time, caused our inability to keep up with our 
health insurance premiums.   
 Last September and October, during our Planned Parish Offering Program, I shared the sobering truth, 
including the first letter I received from the Diocese about our debt.  At that time, the Diocese mentioned that the 
worse case scenario is that the debt may have to be converted to a loan charging 5% interest.  This is our debt.  If 
at all possible, it would be to our great benefit to pay this off before it should be converted to a loan —the 
interest on such a loan would require us to pay an additional $18,000 annually!  I, our Parish Accountant and our 
Parish Finance Council are in continuing conversation with the Diocese about this.  If we could pay between 
$10,000 to $20,000  a month, we could retire this debt even in two years! 
 Various ideas have been voiced to me as to how to go about paying off this debt, for example, an 
additional monthly envelope, or a monthly second collection to reduce our debt.  I am open to any suggestions 
that would substantially reduce this debt in the next couple of years.  The Parish Finance Council and I are, of 
course, continuing to look at our budget to reduce expenses without compromising the essentials of parish 
ministry, but it is very difficult.   
 The Good News from the diocesan letter below is that from the beginning of 2009 until today, we have 
turned a corner, and are no longer expending more than we are receiving!  Since then, we are balancing our 
income and expenses.  We are people of hope and life, and I pray that you and all of our parishioners will pray 
and, if you have not responded, consider increasing your planned offering.  Please continue to reflect upon our 
financial situation, our successes, and my invitation to you to 
commit to financially supporting your parish in a planned, 
proportionate and sacrificial way.

Dear Father Gorsic:           January 5, 2010 
 

The diocese recognizes the attention you have given to the parish’s financial responsibilities and the efforts that 
have been made to remain current on its diocesan monthly billings.  At the recent Regional Financial 
Presentation, the Bishop and Mike Bava explained how a parish’s non-payment of expenses ultimately affects the 
diocese and your commitment is truly appreciated. 
 

At this time, the diocese is looking for the parish to address the outstanding diocesan debt from prior fiscal years.  
Approximately $350,000 is owed to the diocese for health insurance expenses from 2008 and the beginning of 
2009. 
 

The diocese is requesting that you begin making monthly payments that will be applied to the prior years’ debt.  If 
you wish to schedule a meeting to discuss your parish’s circumstances, please contact me.  Mike Bava and I are 
available to meet with you, the business manager/accountant and the parish Finance Council to assist you in 
creating a financial plan that encompasses a formulized payment structure that includes diocesan invoices. 
 

I look forward to hearing from you soon.

 In 1940, Brother Roger Schutz arrived in the 
small French village of Taize with a dream to bond 
people of different faiths together.  He felt the call to 
create a community where kindness of heart would be 
lived out very concretely for those who had become 
alienated within European society because of the 
ravages of World War II. 
 Brother Roger’s vision soon began to attract 
young and old alike from around the world.  Music was 
composed in a manner where everyone would be able to 
participate.  The music is a contemplative form of sung 
common prayer.  The first piece was “Jesus, Remember 
Me.” 
 Music is an integral part of worship and of 
service to the assembly, the ritual, and the texts in the 
Taize Community.  The brothers focus on a ministry of 
reconciliation that is nurtured and expressed in their 
praying and singing.   
 Each week thousands arrive at Taize from all 
parts of the world for meetings and prayer and to reflect 
on the theme of their inner life and human solidarity.  
They return home bearing peace, reconciliation and 
trust. 
 Brother Roger was murdered in 2005 at the age 
of 90.  May his life of holiness and desire for 
reconciliation among all faiths inspire us to join in our 
Taize Prayer Service here at St. Andrew the Apostle.
