My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

 On the feast of St. Andrew, 2008, coinciding with the immediate beginning preparation of our 50th 
anniversary, one of our excited and enthused parishioners began a regular column called “Catholic Faith 
Enlitenment”, whose purpose and sole desire was to offer brief and concise explanations of the Mass in 
simple, informal, down-to-earth conversational terms.  It’s called EVANGELIZATION, thus the pseduonym “EVAN 
GILLATE,” which is the essential mission of the Church:  to preach, teach and live the “Good News!”  Who is this “Evan 
Gillate”?  Read on below!      

 In Jesus, the Good News for all, Fr. Gregor 

What is a Priest?   
 Returning from Sunday Mass, the family sedan pulled into the driveway. A twelve year old boy bolted from the 
car, rushed through the front door, and scurried to the sanctuary of his bedroom. Hastily, he donned his “vestments” and 
lighted the candles on his dresser. He reverently opened the large family Bible and began his “pretend” Mass. Today this 
precocious lad is approvingly called Monsignor. 

A highly successful 35-year old business executive endowed with a lucrative career sat at his desk, his face 
buried in his hands. He no longer could ignore the imploring entreaties that plagued his mind for over fifteen years. The 
entrepreneur finally acquiesced to a “mature” vocation and is now a priest teaching in a Catholic university. 

 

We are now in the midst of a year that has been designated by the Catholic Church as the Year for Priests. The Church celebrates and 
honors St. John Vianney as the Universal Patron of Priests.  The priesthood is a gift from God who boldly says “You have not chosen 
Me, but I have chosen you to work in my vineyards.” Oftentimes we underestimate the priestly presence that influences and impacts 
our lives. A priest, solely and exclusively, confers these sacramental gifts of grace and wisdom upon us: Baptism, Confirmation, 
Eucharist, Reconciliation, Matrimony, Anointing of the Sick, and Holy Orders. 

Priests are everywhere. They can be found on every continent in the world; as parish priests, contemplative monks, 
missionaries on assignment in Kenya and in cities in India, as editors of Catholic publications, military chaplains, in cathedrals, soup 
kitchens for the homeless, and hospitals.  A priest is a counselor, confessor, preacher, mediator, consoler, philosopher, peacemaker, a 
go-between heaven and earth, a devoted man of prayer, at critical times a troubleshooter, and a temporary maintenance man. 

If there is no big sign in the sky with the message “God wants you to be a priest,” why would anybody in his right mind wind 
up as a priest? His hours are the longest, 24/7, and his meager salary the smallest. But he will lovingly and emphatically tell you, HIS 
BOSS IS THE GREATEST!!!!  

A priest is a volunteer. Nobody forced him to be ordained. Nobody held a gun in his back. Rarely will you find a priest who is 
a “whiner.” Priesthood and servanthood are synonymous. Priests are tireless and indefatigable. They love their work and are taught to 
love people. Each baptism, marriage, and death is singularly personal to him. This is the life for which he was chosen – “a zeal deal that 
is real.” 

A priest will experience joys and successes in his ministry, but he does have difficult times, too. Times of failure, 
disappointment, and loneliness. It is at these occasions is when he is aware of the Presence of God in his life.  A priest is principally a 
man of prayer who stands daily at the altar, attired in holy clothes, offering Mass to God for the forgiveness of sins. His greatest gift is 
at the Consecration, bringing us the Body and Blood of Christ. But his most consoling act is the say to the penitent, “GO IN PEACE, 
YOUR SINS ARE FORGIVEN.” 

Alas. One day he is elevated to pastor and is assigned to his own parish. New additional duties and responsibilities confront 
him. He directs his focus to new managerial skills and develops the ability to manage a complex organization.. He learns how to run a 
meeting, be a budget preparer, to understand balance sheets, and to get acquainted with executing and bidding on contracts. Above all, 
he quickly learns to pray for “dollars” instead of “pennies” from heaven and unfortunately, inures himself to parish finances 
interminably laden in red ink. 

Parish priests welcome and relish an occasional day off – a round of golf, a set of tennis, a brisk walk through the woods, or just 
to kick off his shoes and retire to the Lazy-Boy recliner with his favorite book, soft music from a CD, and a chilled goblet of wine. 

The next time you sit in your pew at Mass, give a thought to observing your priest, listening to his words. He can make a 
potent, weighty homily out of less meat than you will find on a sparrow’s leg. You will see a person, an individual. Once he was that 
prolific boy that grew up and heard his Master’s words, “Come and follow me” and he answered the call. He now dedicates himself, his 
whole life to you. St. Francis of Assisi spoke those memorable words, “If I saw an angel and a priest, I would bend my knee first to 
the priest and then to the angel.”  Remember!! Many times he will merely need a genuinely warm smile from you and a kind word 
conveying a sincere thank you to him.  His gratitude will be complete.   Amen!
