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RESPECT LIFE SUNDAY

January 22nd marks the 37th anniversary of legal abortion in our country. Every day 3,500 preborn
American children die from abortion. Currently our Nation's Health Care Reform threatens to greatly
expand abortion without a conscience clause for health care workers and funded by you the
taxpayers (go to www.nrlc.org). The "culture of death” as it was called by Pope John Paul Il actually
began in 1965 when the Supreme Court legalized the use of artificial contraception for married
couples. Since then we tumbled from contraception (in and out of marriage) to surgical and
chemical abortion, IVF, frozen embryos, embryonic stem cell research, cloning, assisted suicide, the
withdrawal of feeding tubes (as in Terri Schiavo - see www.Terrisfight.org) and euthanasia,

etc. How do we begin to climb back to a "culture of life" where human life is respected from
conception to natural death? Only by prayer, sacrifice and by "living" and "voting" according to
Catholic moral principles (go to the www.usccb.org).

Dear Friends,

The Church in Latin America boasts the world’'s largest Catholic population. However, a study
commissioned in the late 1990s by CELAM, the federation of Latin American Catholic Bishops’
conferences, found that Latin Americans were leaving the Church at the alarming rate of approximately
8,000 people each day.

This exodus is the result of complex factors, ranging from the strain that economic globalization places
on communities to well-financed competition from other groups that are drawing people away from the
Church. Because of a very low priest-to-parishioner ratio and the local churches’ inability to support
the substantial number of parishioners, many of the faithful often seek a closer sense of community
elsewhere. In addition, migration across the region can rupture the bonds of family and community in
which faith is nurtured and grows.

To confront these tendencies, the Collection for the Church in Latin America supports pastoral
projects that engage Latin American parishioners in their faith and strengthen their sense of mission
and identity with the Church. Your generous support of the Collection provides evangelization in rural
and poverty-stricken areas, religious training, and catechesis and formation programs. The cost of a
daily cup of coffee could provide a young girl with her First Holy Communion book.

Together, we can keep faith with the Church in Latin America.
