My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

 God is One and God is Three!  How’s that for beginning the new year!  As the three wise Magi came to 
the baby Jesus, they were introduced to the One who is eternal, yet born in time!     

 Deep inside each one of us knows this truth, as Fr. Peter Cameron, O.P., beautifully describes it:  to be 
myself I need someone else.  In the beginning of our human family, God created them male and female in His 
own image and likeness.  But the loneliness that once afflicted Adam in the garden of Eden has never really left 
us alone either.  To be myself I need someone else! (see Magnificat, December, 2009)   

 The moment we perceive that we do not belong, that we feel disconnected and not “in communion” with 
others, that we are not wanted, loved, prized, protected, and provided for, well, things start to go wrong.  To 
belong is to have others inside us.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us, “God is one but not solitary 
(Fides Damasi)” (CCC 254).  Yet from the moment that our first human parents whom we name Adam and Eve 
got expelled from paradise, when they chose not to be in communion with God and wanted to be “on their own,” 
we have been aching to make our way back to full friendship with God:  to Ultimate Communion.  And this 
communion, full friendship with God, sense of belonging and being at home is alas not something we can invent 
or steal.  Jesus says, “Without me you can do nothing” (Jn 15,5).  So now, in our fallen, human condition, it must 
be given to us, as Jesus also reminds us, “Take this all of you, and eat it…”   

 Pope Benedict XVI has said that each human person needs “a communion that reaches deep into the heart 
of man and endures even in death.”  So Jesus instituted and gave His “First Communion” moments before his 
own death.  Why?  So that through this true communion we can deal with the death we face daily:  the death of 
our own unfaithfulness, our fear, our confusion, our sinfulness, our doubt.  Just as much as death could not hold 
Jesus Christ, so will Jesus Christ hold and possess us even in death through the communion he gives us.   

 One way to see the story of Adam and Eve is to see that they tried to become like God in a sinful way — 
in eating the fruit of the forbidden tree, they thought they might reach equality with God.  So, as a 
countermeasure of unbelievable love, in the Eucharist, God in his divine sense of humor makes eating the way 
that we do in fact become like God!  But this time the food is not something we steal, it is the wonderful, 
miraculous flesh and blood of the Father’s own Son offered on the cross and freely given to us.  When we eat the 
fruit of this Tree, we become the Body of Christ!  As Pope Benedict expresses it, “Communion means that Jesus 
has taken us all into himself and has put himself totally into our hands….  The purpose of this communion is the 
assimilation of my life with His, my transformation and configuration with the One who is living love.”  In other 
words, Fr. Peter Cameron says, the Eucharist blesses us with the capacity to participate in the very life — the 
communion — of the Blessed Trinity!   

 So as a beautiful consequence, union with Christ in the Eucharist is also union with all those to whom he 
gives himself.  Again in Pope Benedict’s words, “Communion is a gift with very real consequences.  It lifts us 
from our loneliness, from being closed-in on ourselves, and makes us sharers in the love that unites us to God and 
to one another.”   

 The Catholics Come Home initiative is a direct response to our call to be like God — not only one in 
Spirit, but diverse in persons and personalities!  Coming Home is about not feeling alone!  Once we understand 
the profound truth of how God calls us to relate as brothers and sisters, then this is the invitation we as 
evangelizers and ambassadors for Christ are called to make:  TAKE ANOTHER LOOK….  
If someone has left the church…  Or felt the church left you… Or just slipped away… Or 
have questions and just don’t understand… Or say that you’re Catholic but rarely go to 
church and don’t feel connected… Or you feel alone, alienated… Or you’re looking to find 
God and to follow Jesus in a way that you can’t do on your own… 
 TAKE ANOTHER LOOK…  www.CatholicsComeHomeJOLIET.org

Many parishioners have asked me over the past years about the metal memorial plates which used to identify the 
memorials/donors of the beautiful landscaping trees in the west parking lot, the first phase of our Foundation for 
the Future Building Campaign.  Unfortunately, due to the many times harsh conditions of our summer heat and 
winter cold, the glue attaching these memorial plates onto the concrete curb wore out over time, so that the 
memorial plates became detached and some lost.  After discussion with our Administration Commission and 
some members of our Foundation for the Future committee, it was decided to replace the memorial plates with 
memorial bricks.  These bricks with the original names etched onto them will be placed in the islands next to the 
individual trees in a more lasting and permanent fashion.  Look for them once winter passes and spring arrives!  I 
thank all of you who donated to this part of our long-term building project for your patience as we came to the 
best resolution of this unforeseen and unexpected problem.  And thank you to all who have and continue to 
support our Foundation for the Future still.  Your vision and faith is a great blessing to yourselves and our parish 
family now and for the next 50 years and beyond!
