My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 
 
 

 A mother was preparing pancakes for her 
sons, Kevin, 5, and Ryan, 3.  The boys began to ar-
gue over who would get the first pancake.  Their mother saw an opportunity to teach a moral les-
son.   
 “If Jesus were sitting here, He would say, ‘Let my brother have the first pancake, I can 
wait.” Kevin turned to his younger brother and said, “Ryan, you be Jesus!” 
 
 

 I shared this humorous story two weeks ago at Mass on the First Sunday of Lent, when we 
hear in the Gospel that Jesus enters into the desert for 40 days — it’s a cute story I received from 
one of our parishioners.  Temptation is a real thing in this world, we know.  It was real for Jesus 
in the desert, and it is real for us in these 40 days of Lent, 2010.  Most of the time, it isn’t caused 
by us, it just comes.  But sometimes temptation comes in the form of “Ryan, you be Jesus!” 
 
 

 It may be an easy temptation to say to someone else, another fellow Christian or Catholic, 
“You be Jesus.”   And sometimes, it’s a necessary reminder to someone.  This Called to Serve 
weekend, we are reminded that we are all called “to be Jesus.”  Jesus reminds us, “The Son of 
Man did not come to be served, but to serve and give his life as a ranson for many.”  Our lives 
may not be a “ransom for many,” but all those who follow in the footsteps of Jesus and who call 
themselves disciples, Christians, Catholics, come not to be served, but to serve. 
 
 

 There are so many people to highlight who live out this call to serve here at St. Andrew’s.  
Let me take this opportunity to mention Mina Flores and the helpers for our annual Christmas 
Giving Tree (a few months ago now during Christmas time).  Thank you to all of you as well 
who provided over 200 gifts for children of 73 families, along with over 160 gift cards distrib-
uted not only to these families but also to Prison Ministry, Daybreak Shelter, and the St. Vincent 
de Paul Society.  All the families and recipients were extremely grateful for the gifts they re-
ceived.
