My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

 How well do fire and water go together?  Yet both are used to describe the power and life that comes 
from the Holy Spirit!  Fires are destructive, yet without fire we would have no light from the sun, our bodies 
could not live without the heat generated within us, we could not prepare foods necessary to live without 
electricity and the burning of gas.  Fire brings warmth and light — so is the Holy Spirit. 
 But fires are put out with water.  Waters are destructive, like tsunamis, for instance, yet without water we 
would have no blood flowing in our veins, no life in our billions and billions of cells, our bodies could not 
survive without the water that courses through us and makes up over 75% of our body mass.  Water brings 
refreshment and life — so is the Holy Spirit. 
 Each one of us is a walking miracle of life — of fire and water mixed and commingled and balanced to 
bring us the mysterious gift of our life and breath.  The fire of the Holy Spirit through the waters of Baptism and 
Confirmation gives us real life, on a spiritual level. 
 Perhaps we think of the Holy Spirit too infrequently, maybe for the Sacrament of Confirmation and on 
Pentecost.  But just like fire and water, the Holy Spirit is the source of our lives.  We could not live everyday, 
every single moment, without the Holy Spirit!  Yes, the Holy Spirit embraces what seem to be the extremes of 
fire and water and yet brings them into balance so that we live!  
 This past week, those named on the cover received and were sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit in the 
Sacrament of Confirmation.  This is a Spirit of love and service.  For all of us confirmed, let’s take some time to 
feel that awesome warmth, light, refreshment, and life of the Holy Spirit coursing through our souls, with His 
many, many gifts galore and the many, many fruits of the Holy Spirit — to name just a few, wisdom, courage, 
reverence, understanding, joy, peace, self-control, love….

This week, each household/family will be receiving a packet of 12 envelopes for DEBT 
REDUCTION to the Diocese.  After discussion over the past three months among parishioners 
and at our Parish Council, we decided to ask that the 1,300 families/households who come to 
church every weekend make a commitment to give $250 over a year’s time according to their 
ability, some could give more from the blessings they receive from God, and some perhaps are 
not able to give that full amount.  It comes out to an average $21 per month for one full year.  
The Diocese is still waiting for our response to the letter from the Finance Office I received at the 
beginning of this year 2010.  In that letter, they recognized the attention and efforts we have been 
making to stay current on our diocesan monthly billings, and request we begin making monthly 
payments that will be applied to the prior year’s debt.  The worse case scenario is that the debt 
may have to be converted to a loan charging 5% 
interest, which would mean an additional $18,000 
annual interest.  Let’s try to avoid this scenario!  
Thank you for your generosity.

EL VALOR DE ESTEBAN 
La lectura de hoy, tomada de los Hechos, viene después del juicio de Esteban y de su discurso, en el cual él relata a 

sus acusadores la historia judía desde una perspectiva cristiana. Debido a que se atreve a proclamar que Jesús está en el cielo 
a la derecha de Dios, las autoridades del tribunal temen que Esteban pueda llevar a otros a blasfemar y lo apedrean hasta la 
muerte. Esteban entendía muy bien lo que escuchamos hoy en el Apocalipsis, esto es, que Jesús, con el Padre, es realmente 
el Alfa y el Omega, el principio y el fin. Él demostró que vale la pena morir por esta verdad. Todo lo que necesita la persona 
que añora el árbol de la vida, es recibir el agua vivificante de la salvación y descansar en el Señor, la estrella refulgente de la 
mañana. Ésta era una nueva interpretación de la interacción de Dios con la humanidad, y algunos de los líderes judíos no 
estaban preparados para aceptarla. Pero, como hemos venido escuchando en la Sagrada Escritura durante este tiempo de Pas-
cua, el mensaje de salvación de Dios está al alcance de todas las personas, siempre y cuando estén listas para escucharlo.
