My dear family of St. Andrew! 
 

   Jesus commands us:  love one another as I have loved you!   Sometimes, it is all too easily possible to 
think of this love, this charity that Jesus commands, as some kind of external rule imposed from the outside, as 
though sharing what belongs to us personally were some grudging concession to the demands of social existence, 
as if this love Jesus commands is even something optional!  So, today’s Feast of the Holy Trinity is not only 
some mystical, incomprehensible conundrum, but, practically speaking, the Trinity shows to us Christians a sub-
lime lesson on the meaning of selfless charity and love.  
 Yes, it is possible to think that human fulfillment consists in self-satisfaction, with only so much given to 
others as the "law," human or divine, requires in order to meet the requirements of communal living. 
 But what a different understanding charity, true love, acquires when viewed from the vantage point of the 
love that is shared among the Persons who form the Godhead, the Trinity! The necessity to love among the Fa-
ther, Son, and Holy Spirit belongs to the essence of our created being as well, since we are created in the image 
and likeness of God.  But, unlike God, we can be so jealous of our individual liberty as not to share what we pos-
sess with others in the human family.  But then we do violence to our humanity, modeled after the Trinity.  So, 
far from being an alien imposition on our nature, what we call the "command" to love our neighbor is actually 
the profoundest human need!  It is a positive hunger of the spirit to exercise its freedom, by freely giving of our-
selves, as persons, in order to benefit other persons and, in the process, contribute toward the formation of the 
earthly counterpart of the triune heavenly community. 
 We have just concluded the amazing journey of Lent, beginning with Ash Wednesday, leading us to walk 
with Jesus to Jerusalem during Holy Week, His death, and then the Easter mystery of His new Life throughout 
the Easter season concluding with the feast of Pentecost, which pours forth from then until today the power and 
gift of the Holy Spirit given to us — but why all of this?

GOOD NEWS!  As you can see, our first collection 
of #1 envelopes has thus far reduced our debt by 
$8,024.78!!!  Thank you for this initial response!  
Please remember to return this first month’s enve-
lope and place them in our regular collection bas-
ket. As a reminder, each household/family should 
have received a packet of 12 envelopes for DEBT 
REDUCTION to the Diocese, one envelope for the 
next 12 months.  If you were not present when these packets were handed out at Mass, please be sure to pick up a 
packet at the back of church or in the hall.  After discussion over the past three months among parishioners and at 
our Parish Council, we decided to ask that the 1,300 families/households who come to church every weekend 
make a commitment to give $250 over a year’s time according to their ability, some could give more from the 
blessings they receive from God, and some perhaps are not able to give that full amount.  It comes out to an aver-
age $21 per month for one full year.  The Diocese is still waiting for our response to the letter from the Finance 
Office I received at the beginning of this year 2010.  In that letter, they recognized the attention and efforts we 
have been making to stay current on our diocesan monthly billings, and request we begin making monthly pay-
ments that will be applied to the prior year’s debt.  The worse case scenario is that the debt may have to be con-
verted to a loan charging 5% interest, which would mean an additional $18,000 annual interest.  Let’s try to avoid 
this scenario!  Thank you for your generosity!

La Santísima Trinidad 

EL BANANO Y LA TRINIDAD 
Cuando estaba en la escuela elemental, mi profesora favorita de religión siempre se  pasaba usando cosas muy co-

rrientes para explicar ideas que, de lo contrario, se nos hubieran hecho difíciles de comprender. Cuando llegó la hora de ex-
plicar la Santísima Trinidad, nos sorprendimos de verla llegar a clase con un banano en la mano. Lo peló y enseguida cortó 
un pedazo del centro de la fruta, como de una pulgada de grueso. Luego comenzó a rodar el pedazo entre sus dedos y nues-
tros ojos casi saltaron al ver que esa rebanada de pronto y como por arte de magia se dividía en tres secciones iguales. Enton-
ces nos dijo la maestra: “Cada sección es banano; no obstante, cada pedazo es una sección distinta del mismo banano”. Algo 
había en esta demostración que tenía sentido para nosotros cuando luchábamos por comprender cómo “funcionaba” la Trini-
dad –tres personas en un solo Dios. Me acuerdo como si fuera ahora cómo corrí a casa al acabar las clases, para hacer el ex-
perimento en mi propia cocina. Corté un banano como en diez rebanadas, y cada vez que hacía rodar entre mis dedos una de 
las rebanadas, tres pedazos distintos e iguales caían en mis manos. 
 

ADMIRACIÓN ANTE EL SEÑOR 
Esta imagen siempre se ha quedado en mi mente, y se revive cada vez que la Iglesia celebra la solemnidad de la
