St. Andrew School, in an effort to establish quality education for its students as well as to pro-
vide sound fiscal responsibility for the Parish, has established the rates for tuition and fees for
the 2010 2011 academic year. The tuition agreement has been reviewed by the School
Board as well as the Parish Finance Council. Before registration can be processed, the tuition
account must be current.

You will notice some exciting and helpful changes in the tuition contract that should be
viewed in a positive light for some relief:

e One tuition rate

e Only a 2% increase from last year

e A lower fundraising fee

e 50% of manna credit directly to be discounted off your tuition bill

After careful study, and to conform to the Strategic Plan of the Diocese of Joliet these
changes were implemented and approved to best serve the parents as well as to secure the
future of the school by strengthening the financial position of its resources. As we prepare for
another year of Catholic education, we will undoubtedly rely on the sustained support of the
many people who continue to invest in us. We acknowledge, with deep gratitude, their
profound generosity and unwavering assistanc
and educational excellence.

Catholic schools build upon tuition, parish subsidy, development and fundraising. As our
community and families grapple with the harsh realities of our existing economic crisis, more
parents find themselves in need of tuition assistance, and parish subsidies rapidly decrease, it
is vitally important that income from other areas increase to remain viable. The importance of
professional attention, increased expertise and strategic planning is becoming more and more
obvious and worthy of our pursuits.
